· Update all remaining outdated plugins (Yoast SEO, GTranslate, WP Activity Log).

· Verify all backups are restorable (perform a test restore).

3. Medium Priority (Within 2–3 weeks)

· Enable Two-Factor Authentication (2FA) for administrator accounts.

· Add missing security headers (e.g., HSTS).

4. Ongoing Maintenance

· Continue with scheduled backups, ensuring off-site storage is enabled.

· Conduct a quarterly plugin/theme audit and update cycle.

· Periodically review admin accounts to ensure access is limited to authorized personnel.

· Maintain Wordfence and any other core security tools in active, updated state.

However, several plugins remain outdated, including one with a critical known vulnerability, which must be resolved immediately. Taking timely action on these recommendations will significantly reduce risk exposure and ensure the website maintains a healthy and secure posture.
